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1A working group handles special projects
and functions in lieu of a subcommittee
because this structure facilitates a more flex-
ible agenda for addressing specific issues.
The Committee may also appoint members
as liaisons to working groups. These mem-
bers attend working group meetings, articu-
late the Committee’s directives, and promote
communication between the working group
and the Committee.
