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Takeaways

• Though New York City has recovered the jobs lost during the pandemic recession, 
where we work and the kinds of job opportunities available have changed.

• Despite much progress, weakness persists in Manhattan.

• Job growth in New York City has been concentrated at the higher end of the wage 
distribution, amplifying already high levels of economic inequality.
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
